	Real World Task Goals 
	To understand the main ideas and some details from a talk on corporal punishment.
	To transfer the positive language and communication skills learned when disciplining children.

eg:  In English or the first language, it is important to speak slowly, use positive words, and talk about what the child was doing

Specific skills can be used with other people’s children in English
	To scan brochures, articles, pamphlets for key points on positive disciplining


	To transfer relevant information from a newsletter, schedule or calendars to a monthly calendar, using colour coding for each family member
To use the information on the calendar to write a short one paragraph text to describe future plans, such as what the learner would like to do and why

	Context Information Focus
	Children have legal rights

Parents have a responsibility to be their child’s advocate

Children have a right to an advocate

One of the rights is to positive discipline

Verbal and physical abuse is illegal

Everyone in a child’s life is important (most of all parents but also instructors, religious leaders, doctors, teachers)

Children have a right to be listened to

Body language is important when disciplining

Many people and programs in society for support


	English classes do not endorse speaking to your own child in English

Communication skills taught could be transferred into a first language


It is important to understand the definition words

eg:  spanking  within certain limitations is legal in Canada whereas beating is not

eg:  discipline teaches and changes behaviour.

Discipline is setting rules/limits, listening, problem solving, and setting a good example

eg:  punishment hurts and does not necessarily change unwanted behaviour. 

Punishment is hitting, spanking, using physical force, name calling, put downs, threatening or yelling


Eye contact between a parent and child is used for positive parent-child interaction (it is believed that eye contact promotes attachment)

	Free brochures and pamphlets about positive discipline are usually available in doctors’ offices, family centres, libraries, and community centres





Support for positive disciplining is available through a doctor’s office, Healthy Child Manitoba, and Health Links

Positive parenting tips are offered through Triple P Positive Parenting Program on the internet while local contact phone numbers are available on the same site (Winnipeg at (204) 945-4777 and the toll free number 1-877-945-4777)

Sometimes school newsletters offer tips on parenting


	Important reminders are kept on the fridge with a magnet

Punctuality is valued

eg:  It’s your turn to set the table. (not) Do you want to set the table? 

Avoid using questions that require only a yes/no answer.




Pause (when speaking with a child in order to give them time to think, process, and respond)

Engage the child by talking about what they’re doing, what they’re saying, or what they’re experiencing, to encourage the child’s verbal interactions

Backchannel to encourage positive behaviour: 

eg: hmmm, really?, okaaay, wow!, ohhh, uh-hah, yeah!, yaaay

To indicate approval and foster positive behaviour use encouraging gestures:  

eg: nodding, high five

Get down to child’s level and be sure to have the child’s attention before speaking


	Recognize and become familiar with formats of printed material from pamphlets, brochures, and articles.

Scan or skim to find information

Use heading to locate information

Use bold print, underlined words, and coloured print to locate information

Use highlighted text and the use of white print on black to locate information


	Summarize event information by writing in point form 

Use accurate copy skills

Check for accuracy

Reread for clarification

Match written date information to current calendar

	Outcome Assessment Task
	Listen to The Spanking Case Part 3, and identify factual details and inferred meanings as required. The learner needs to respond correctly to 70 - 80% of the comprehension questions to successfully achieve a satisfactory level on this task.
	Use teacher and learner-made scenarios to role play a parent giving simple everyday instructions to a child on what they want them to do. The learner must use the language learned when giving instructions to the child, as well as present and future tenses appropriately. Use the rubric provided.

	Compare format and content of Pamphlet 1, 2 and 3,  The learner needs to respond correctly to 70 - 80% of the comprehension questions to successfully achieve a satisfactory level on this task.
	Use details from the student-created calendars to get details to build a paragraph on future plans.  Use the rubric provided to assess if the student's paragraph has a topic sentence with supporting details, the appropriate format, and adequate vocabulary for the topic.
